Top Tips 

Practise saying these sentence stems: 

Doubling is adding two groups of the same amount or number. 
One add one is two. Double one is two. 
Two add two is four. Double two is four. 
Three add three is six. Double three is six. 
Four add four is eight. Double four is eight. 
Five and five is ten. Double five is ten. 
 

Use practical resources to make doubles. Spot doubles in the environment. For
